2. The applicants age is no bar.
3. The Fellowship will have to be availed in the same year and will not be allowed to be carried forward for subsequent years.
4. The selected candidate will spend a period of 15 DAYS in a centre of his choice FROM A SELECT LIST, which should be mutually agreed between himself and the Centre, for updating his knowledge in a given surgical specialty.
5. Documents to be sent include
a. Duly filled up application for the Fellowship in the enclosed format.
b. The curriculum vitae of the applicant with details of the ACRSI Awards/ Fellowships so far received during the last 10 years should also be sent.
c. The acceptance letter from centre where candidate wishes to get trained.
